TRANSMITTER

Transmitter Indicator Light (LED window)

The transmitter indicator light is located near
the intensity selection dial. When a button on the
transmitter is pushed, the light comes on to
indicate that the transmitter is being activated.
The color of the light indicates the status of
battery life. The LED glows green when the
battery is fully charged and turns to amber when
battery life is getting low. When the LED emitsa
blinking red light, the battery needsto be
recharged.

Turning on the Collar Receiver

The ON/OFF button is on the bottom of the
receivers. Push and hold the button for two
seconds until the LED light, located on the front
of the collar, starts blinking. The indicator light
will blink once every 2 seconds after the color is
turned on. The color of the light indicates the
status of battery life. The LED glows green when
the battery isfully charged and turns to amber
when battery life is getting low. When the LED
emits ablinking red light, the battery needsto be
recharged.

When the “ Constant” button on the
transmitter is pushed, the collar indicator light
will glow steadily aslong as you hold the button
down, for up to twelve seconds. When the
“Nick” button is pushed, the light comes on for a
fraction of a second.

The battery charger and charging cables allow
you to charge both the transmitter and receiver at
the same time. The battery charger is designed
for a120-volt wall outlet. (European 230-volt
AC chargers and 12-volt field charger for your
automobile are also available.)

To use the battery charger for the two-dog
unit, combine both sets of battery charging
(splitter) cables as shown. This enables you to
charge the transmitter and both receivers at the
sametime.

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CHARGING THE BATTERIES
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dogtra uses Ni-MH (Nickel-Metal-Hydride)
batteries that do not set amemory and can be
charged on aregular basis without harm to the
battery. Thereis no need to completely drain the
batteries between charges. However, doing so
will help to extend the overall lifetime of the
batteries.

1. Charge the batteries for 14 hours before
using the collar for the first time.
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CHARGING THE BATTERIES

2. Do not charge the batteries near any
flammabl e substances.

3. Fully charge the batteries for 14 hoursiif
the collar isto be stored without use for a
period of a month or more.

4. Recharge the battery if :

- theindicator light on the collar is emitting
ared color

- theindicator light on the transmitter or
receiver will not come on

- theindicator light on the transmitter or
receiver comes on momentarily but will
not stay on when the “Constant” button is
pushed.

Battery Charging Procedure

1. Attach the charging cables to both the
transmitter and receiver(s), as shown on

page 19.

2. Plug the charger into a 120-volt wall outlet
or, if using the accessory field charger,
plug into a cigarette lighter. (Use a 230-
volt European charger for Europe.) When
properly plugged in, al indicator lights
should glow red.

The receiver automatically turns off when
you insert the charging cable into the
battery-charging receptacle on the receiver.

3. After charging, cover the battery charging
receptacles with the rubber plugs on the
transmitter and receiver.

4. The battery isfully charged with a 14-hour
charge. The lights will stay red during the
charging process. They DO NOT turn
green when fully charged. Charging the
batteries for more than 14 hours at one time
will not extend battery life.

TESTING YOUR

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1. Turn the collar on by pressing the button
on the back side of the collar receiver. The
indicator light will come on for amoment
then blink once every two seconds,
showing that the collar isready to use. (If
the indicator light is not green but amber
or red, the batteries need to be charged.)
Place the test light on the contact points of
receiver and hold it there,

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2. Watch the test light as you push the “Nick”
button on the transmitter. It should light for
just a moment.

3. Watch the test light as you push the
“Constant” button on the transmitter. It should
glow brightly. As a safety feature, the collar
receiver will automatically shut off stimulation
if the constant button is depressed for twelve
seconds or longer.

4. Change theintensity dial on the transmitter
clockwise and then counterclockwise. The test
light should glow brighter with higher levels
of stimulation and dimmer with lower levels.

NOTE : It isnormal for thetest light not to
comeon if theintensity level is set below
level ten.

5. Pressing the “Pager” button on the side of the
transmitter causes the collar to vibrate for up
to twelve seconds. The collar will reactivate
when you push the button again.

To select the intensity level, start on the zero
(O) setting. Gradually increase the level until you
get aresponse from the dog that would be
equivalent to aquick pull or jerk with aleash.

Fitting the Collar

The collar strap should be adjusted so that
the contact points are held firmly against the
dog’ s skin. If the collar istoo loose, irritation

may result from the contact points rubbing Remember that you will need to adjust the

setting (upward or downward) asthe dog’'s

ainst the skin.

Prolonged use of the Pager (12 seconds or
longer) will drain the batteries more quickly.
ATTENTION!

Avoid having the dog wear the collar with
the contact pointsin the same place for more
than two hoursat atime. Leaving the points
on the same spot for extended periods of time
can cause skin irritation. If the dog isto wear
the e-collar for long periods, occasionally
reposition the collar so that the contact points
are moved to a different spot on thedog's
neck.
